Training is provided and background checks 
are required.  Volunteers use their own vehicles for delivery and must provide proof of insurance.    
  
Meals On Wheels volunteers come from all areas of our community.  Some have a regular route they deliver one day 
each week; others work as substitutes to help when regular drivers are out because of illness or vacations.  Many 
companies adopt a Meals On Wheels route to share their one day a week delivery among employees.
